- ahand written declaration (on a white paper with black ink) (size: 50-100 KB) (text given

- Signature in CAPITAL LETTERS will NOT be accepted.

- Have a valid personal email ID and mobile no., which should be kept active till the
completion of this Recruitment Process. Bank may send intimation to download call
letters for the Examination etc. through the registered e-mail ID. In case a candidate
does not have a valid personal e-mail ID, he/she should create his/her new e-mail 1D
and mobile no. before applying on-line and must maintain that email account and mobile
number.

e Make sure that the picture is in colour, taken against a light-coloured,
preferably white, background.

e Look straight at the camera with a relaxed face

e |[f the picture is taken on a sunny day, have the sun behind you, or place
yourself in the shade, so that you are not squinting and there are no harsh
shadows

e |f you have to use flash, ensure there's no "red-eye"

e If you wear glasses make sure that there are no reflections and your eyes can
be clearly seen.

e (Caps, hats and dark glasses are not acceptable. Religious headwear is
allowed but it must not cover your face.

e Dimensions 200 x 230 pixels (preferred)

e Size of file should be between 20kb—50 kb

e Ensure that the size of the scanned image is not more than 50kb. If the size
of the file is more than 50 kb, then adjust the settings of the scanner such as
the DPI resolution, no. of colours etc., during the process of scanning.



Signature, left thumb impression and hand-written declaration Image:
e The applicant has to sign on white paper with Black Ink pen.
o Dimensions 140 x 60 pixels (preferred)
o Size of file should be between 10kb — 20kb for signature and 20kb - 50kb
for left thumb impression.
o Ensure that the size of the scanned image is not more than 20kb
e The applicant has to put his left thumb impression on a white paper with black
or blue ink.
o File type: jpg / jpeg
o Dimensions: 240 x 240 pixels in 200 DPI (Preferred for required
quality) i.e 3 cm * 3 cm (Width * Height)
o File Size: 20 KB — 50 KB
e The applicant has to write the declaration in English clearly on a white paper
with black ink.
o File type: jpg / jpeg
o Dimensions: 800 x 400 pixels in 200 DPI (Preferred for required
quality) i.e 10 cm * 5 cm (Width * Height)
o File Size: 50 KB — 100 KB

e The signature, left thumb impression and the hand written declaration should
be of the applicant and not by any other person.

e If the Applicant’s signature on the attendance sheet or Call letter, signed at
the time of the examination, does not match the signature uploaded, the
applicant will be disqualified.

e Signature / Hand written declaration in CAPITAL LETTERS shall NOT be
accepted.

Scanning the documents:

Set the scanner resolution to a minimum of 200 dpi (dots per inch)

Crop the image in the scanner to the edge of the photograph/signature/ left

Procedure for Uploading the documents

o While filling in the Online Application Form the candidate will be provided with
separate links for uploading Photograph, signature, left thumb impression
and hand written declaration

o Click on the respective link “Upload Photograph / signature / Upload left
thumb impression / hand written declaration”

o Browse and Select the location where the Scanned Photograph / signature /
left thumb impression / hand written declaration file has been saved.
Select the file by clicking on it
Click the ‘Open/Upload’

o If the file size and format are not as prescribed, an error message will be
displayed.

o Preview of the uploaded image will help to see the quality of the image. In
case of unclear / smudged, the same may be re-uploaded to the expected
clarity /quality.

Your Online Application will not be registered unless you upload your Photograph, signature,
left thumb impression and hand written declaration as specified.

Note:

(1) In case the face in the photograph or signature or left thumb impression or the hand
written declaration is unclear / smudged the candidate’s application may be rejected.

(2) After uploading the Photograph / signature / left thumb impression / hand written
declaration in the online application form candidates should check that the images
are clear and have been uploaded correctly. In case the photograph or signature or
left thumb impression or the hand written declaration is not prominently visible, the
candidate may edit his/ her application and re-upload his/ her photograph or signature
or left thumb impression or the hand written declaration, prior to submitting the form.

(3) Candidate should also ensure that photo is uploaded at the place of photo and
signature at the place of signature. If photo in place of photo and signature in place
of signature is not uploaded properly, candidate will not be allowed to appear for the
exam.

(4) Candidate must ensure that Photo to be uploaded is of required size and the face
should be clearly visible.

(5) If the photo is not uploaded at the place of Photo Admission for Examination will be
rejected/denied. Candidate him/herself will be responsible for the same.

(6) Candidates should ensure that the signature uploaded is clearly visible

(7) After registering online candidates are advised to take a printout of their system
generated online application forms.



Action Against Candidates Found Guilty of Misconduct/ Use of Unfair Means

Candidates are advised in their own interest that they should not furnish any particulars that
are false, tampered with or fabricated and should not suppress any material information while
submitting online application. At the time of examination, interview or in a subsequent selection
procedure, if a candidate is (or has been ) found guilty of —

(i) using unfair means or
(if) impersonating or procuring impersonation by any person or
(iii) misbehaving in the examination/ interview hall or disclosing, publishing, reproducing,
transmitting, storing or facilitating transmission and storage of contents of the test(s)
or any information therein in whole or part thereof in any form or by any means, verbal
or written, electronically or mechanically for any purpose or
(iv) resorting to any irregular or improper means in connection with his/ her candidature or
(v) obtaining support for his/ her candidature by unfair means, or
(vi) carrying mobile phones or similar electronic devices of communication in the examination/
interview hall, such a candidate may, in addition to rendering himself/ herself liable to criminal
prosecution, be liable :
(a) to be disqualified from the examination for which he/ she is a candidate
(b) to be debarred either permanently or for a specified period from any examination
conducted by bank
(c) for termination of service, if he/ she has already joined the Bank.

OTHER CLAUSES

1. The possibility of occurrence of some problem in the administration of the examination cannot
be ruled out completely which may impact test delivery and/or result from being generated. In that
event, every effort will be made to rectify such problem, which may include movement of
candidates, delay in test. Conduct of a re-exam is at the absolute discretion of test conducting
body. Candidates will not have any claim for a re-test. Candidates not willing to move or not willing
to participate in the delayed process of test delivery shall be summarily rejected from the process.

2. Decision of TMB in all matters relating to recruitment will be final and binding on the candidate.
No correspondence or personal enquiries shall be entertained by the TMB in this behalf.

3. If the examination is held in more than one session, the scores across various sessions will be
equated to adjust for slight differences in difficulty level of different test batteries used across
sessions. More than one session is required if the nodes capacity is less or some technical
disruption takes place at any center or for any candidate.

4. TMB would be analyzing the responses (answers) of individual candidates with those of other
candidates to detect patterns of similarity of right and wrong answers. If in the analytical procedure



adopted by TMB in this regard, it is inferred/ concluded that the responses have been shared and
scores obtained are not genuine/ valid, TMB reserves right to cancel the candidature of the
concerned candidates and the result of such candidates (disqualified) will be withheld.

5. Instances for providing incorrect information and/or process violation by a candidate detected at
any stage of the selection process will lead of disqualification of the candidate from the selection
process and he/she will not be allowed to appear in any TMB recruitment process in the future. If
such instances go undetected during the current selection process but are detected subsequently,
such disqualification will take place with retrospective affect.

6. Process for Arriving at Scores
The Scores of Online Examination are obtained by adopting the following procedure:
(i) Number of questions answered correctly by a candidate in each objective test is considered for
arriving at the Corrected Score after applying penalty for wrong answers.
(if) The Corrected Scores so obtained by a candidate are made equivalent to take care of the minor
difference in difficulty level, if any, in each of the objective tests held in different sessions to arrive
at the Equated Scores*
* Scores obtained by candidates on any test are equated to the base form by considering the
distribution of scores of all the forms.
(iii) Testwise scores and scores on total is reported with decimal point upto two digits.
Note: Cutoffs are applied in two stages:

i. on scores in individual tests

ii. on Total Score
